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Proof of Birth Certificate:- The birth certificate duly issued by the
competent authority under the Birth, Death and Marriage Certificate

Act, 1966 only will be valid and mandatory.
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Proof of Residence Certificate:- Residential certificate issued by
the concerned Circle Officer in the name of the father/mother of the
child or in the name of the child, along with ration card issued by the
competent authority along with Voter ID card or electricity
bill/telephone bill/Aadhar card/job card of one of the parents is to
be attached.

In case the residential certificate is not available in the name of
the child, the residential certificate issued by the concerned Circle
Officer in the name of the father shall be valid, provided that the
name of the father of the applicant child in his birth certificate and
Aadhar card is the same as mentioned in his residential certificate.
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Proof of Income Certificate:- Updated Income Certificate issued by
the Circle Officer in which the annual income of the child's family
from all sources is Rs 72000/- or less, must be attached along with
B.P.L. Card, Ration Card (if available) is also to be attached.
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Proof of deprived class (Caste Certificate): Caste Certificate

issued by the office of Deputy Commissioner/Sub-Divisional
Officer/Circle Officer only will be valid and mandatory. In case the

Caste certificate is not available in the name of the child, the Caste
certificate issued by the concerned Circle Officer in the name of the
father shall be valid, provided that the name of the father of the
applicant child in his birth certificate and Aadhar card is the same as
mentioned in his Caste certificate.
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Disability Certificate:- If the child is disabled, then only the medical
certificate issued by the competent authority from the government
hospital in the government prescribed form will be valid and
mandatory.
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Certificate of Orphan Child:- In case of orphan child, only the
certificate issued by the Circle Officer will be valid and mandatory.
